The name sociology was first suggested in the 1830s by the French philosopher Auguste
Comte, but for many years it remained only a suggestion. Comte urged others to study sociology.
It was not until late 19th century that we can identify people who called themselves sociologists
and whose work contributed to the development of the field. Among these were Herbert Spenser
in England who published the first of his three-volume “Principles of Sociology”in 1876 and
Ferdinand Tonnies in Germany.
Sociology is one of the related fields known as the social sciences. They share the same subject
matter: human behaviour. But sociology is the study of social relations, and its primary subject
matter is the group, not the individual.
*k*x
Sociology is a broader discipline than the other social scinces. In a sense, the purpose of
sociologists is to find the connections that unite various social sciences into a comprehensive,
integrated science of society.
Sociology consists of two major fields of knowledge: micro sociology and macro sociology. Mi-
cro sociologists study the patterns and processes of face-to-face interaction between humans.
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Macro sociologists attempt to explain the fundamental patterns and processes of large-scale so-
cial relations. They concentrate on larger groups, even on whole societies.

Sociologists attempt to use research to discover if certain statements about social life are correct.
The basic tools of their research are tests, questionnaires, interviews, surveys and public opinion
polls.

**k*k

There is a close connection between sociology and other disciplines such as psychology,
economy, anthropology, criminology, political science and history. But sociologists differ from psy-
chologists because they are not concerned exclusively with the individual, they are interested in what
goes on between people. They differ from economists by being less interested in commercial ex-
changes; they are interested in the exchange of intangibles such as love and affection. Sociologists
differ from anthropologists primarily because the latter specialize in the study of preliterate and prim-
itive human groups, while sociologists are interested in modern industrial societies. Criminologists
specialize in illegal behaviour, while sociologists are concerned with the whole range of human be-
haviour. Similarly, political scientists focus on political organization and activity, while sociologists
survey all social organizations. Finally, sociologists share with historians an interest in the past but
are equally interesred in the present and future.

Although sociology emerged in Comte's vision of sociology eventually subsuming all other

areas of scientific inquiry, sociology did not replace the other sciences. Instead, sociology has devel-
oped a particular niche in the study of social life.
In the past, sociological research focused on the organization of complex, industrial societies and
their influence on individuals. Today, sociologists study a broad range of topics. For instance, some
sociologists research macro-structures that organize society, such as race or ethnicity, social class,
gender roles, and institutions such as the family. Other sociologists study social processes that repre-
sent the breakdown of macro-structures, including deviance, crime, and divorce. Additionally, some
sociologists study micro-processes such as interpersonal interactions and the socialization of individ-
uals. It should also be noted that recent sociologists, taking cues from anthropologists, have realized
the western emphasis of the discipline. In response, many sociology departments around the world
are now encouraging multi-cultural research.

Micro level — as the name suggests this is the smallest of the levels of society. Micro level groupings
are more intimate societies that many humans will automatically identify with first.
