Practical electricity is produced by small atomic particles known as electrons. It is the
movement of these particles which produce the effects of heat and light.

Accepted atomic theory states that all matter is electrical in structure. Any object is large-
ly composed of a combination of positive and negative particles of electricity. Electric current
will pass through a wire, a body, or along a stream of water. It can be established in some sub-
stances more readily than in others, that all matter is composed of electric particles despite some
basic differences in materials. The science of electricity then must begin with a study of the
structure of matter.

Matter is defined as any substance which has mass (or weight) and occupies space. This
definition should be broad enough to cover all physical objects in the universe. Wood, water,
iron, and paper are some examples of matter. Energy is closely related to, but not to be confused
with, matter. Energy does not have mass, and it does not occupy space. Heat and light are exam-
ples of energy.

The smallest particle of matter which can be recognized as an original substance was
thought to be a unit called the atom. Recently scientists have found particles even smaller than
atoms, but our theories are still based on the atom. The atom consists of a nucleus and a cloud of
electrons.

Electric drive control is involved in starting, speed regulation, braking, and reversal and
also in maintaining the drive conditions required by the process being carried out or the work
operation being performed. The element that performs this function is called the power condi-
tioning unit.

This unit consists mainly of three equipment types: relays and contactors, rotating
and magnetic amplifiers, and electronic or solid-state switching elements. The last-named have
become the most common devices in electric power conditioning units because of their faster
response, greater reliability, and smaller size and weight.

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Solid-state equipment in electric drives can be divided into two main parts: the first is the
power part, which includes silicon controlled rectifiers (SCRs or thyristors), triacs, gate turnoff
(GTO) devices, and power transistors and diodes. The second is the logic part, which in-
cludes integrated circuits and microprocessors.

Electronic  circuitis composed of individual electronic components, such
as resistors, transistors, capacitors, inductors and diodes, connected by conduc-
tive wires or traces through which electric current can flow. To be referred to as electronic, ra-
ther than electrical, generally at least one active component must be present. The combination of
components and wires allows various simple and complex operations to be performed: signals
can be amplified, computations can be performed, and data can be moved from one place to an-
other.

Circuits can be constructed of discrete components connected by individual pieces of
wire, but today it is much more common to create interconnections by photolithographic tech-
niques on a laminated substrate and solder the components to these interconnections to create a
finished circuit. In an integrated circuit or IC, the components and interconnections are formed
on the same substrate, typically a semiconductor such as doped silicon or gallium arsenide.

An electronic circuit can usually be categorized as an analog circuit, a digital circuit, or a
mixed-signal circuit (a combination of analog circuits and digital circuits). The most widely
used semiconductor  device in  electronic  circuits is  the MOSFET (metal-oxide-
semiconductor field-effect transistor).

Breadboards, perfboards, and stripboards are common for testing new designs. They al-
low the designer to make quick changes to the circuit during development.

Analog electronic circuits are those in which current or voltage may vary continuously
with time to correspond to the information being represented. Analog circuitry is constructed
from two fundamental building blocks: series and parallel circuits.

In a series circuit, the same current passes through a series of components. A string of
Christmas lights is a good example of a series circuit: if one goes out, they all do.

In a parallel circuit, all the components are connected to the same voltage, and the current
divides between the various components according to their resistance.

The basic components of analog circuits are wires, resistors, capacitors, inductors, diodes,
and transistors. Analog circuits are very commonly represented in schematic diagrams, in which
wires are shown as lines, and each component has a unique symbol. Analog circuit analysis em-
ploys Kirchhoff's circuit laws: all the currents at a node (a place where wires meet), and the volt-
age around a closed loop of wires is 0. Wires are usually treated as ideal zero-voltage intercon-
nections; any resistance or reactance is captured by explicitly adding a parasitic element, such as
a discrete resistor or inductor. Active components such as transistors are often treated as con-
trolled current or voltage sources: for example, a field-effect transistor can be modeled as a cur-
rent source from the source to the drain, with the current controlled by the gate-source voltage.

When the circuit size is comparable to a wavelength of the relevant signal frequency, a
more sophisticated approach must be used, the distributed-element model. Wires are treated as
transmission lines, with nominally constant characteristic impedance, and the impedances at the
start and end determine transmitted and reflected waves on the line. Circuits designed according
to this approach are distributed-element circuits. Such considerations typically become important
for circuit boards at frequencies above a GHz; integrated circuits are smaller and can be treated
as lumped elements for frequencies less than 10GHz or so.

A sensor is a device, module, machine, or subsystem whose purpose is to detect events or
changes in its environment and send the information to other electronics, frequently a computer
processor. A sensor is always used with other electronics.

Sensors are used in everyday objects such as touch-sensitive elevator buttons (tactile sen-
sor) and lamps which dim or brighten by touching the base, besides innumerable applications of
which most people are never aware. With advances in micromachinery and easy-to-
use microcontroller platforms, the uses of sensors have expanded beyond the traditional fields of
temperature, pressure or flow measurement, for example into MARG sensors. Moreover, analog
sensors such as potentiometers and force-sensing resistors are still widely used. Applications in-
clude manufacturing and machinery, airplanes and aerospace, cars, medicine, robotics and many
other aspects of our day-to-day life. There are a wide range of other sensors, measuring chemical
& physical properties of materials. A few examples include optical sensors for Refractive index
measurement, vibrational sensors for fluid viscosity measurement and electro-chemical sensor
for monitoring pH of fluids.

A sensor's sensitivity indicates how much the sensor's output changes when the input
quantity being measured changes. For instance, if the mercury in a thermometer moves 1 cm
when the temperature changes by 1°C, the sensitivity is 1cm/°C (it is basically the
slope dy/dx assuming a linear characteristic). Some sensors can also affect what they measure;
for instance, a room temperature thermometer inserted into a hot cup of liquid cools the liquid
while the liquid heats the thermometer. Sensors are usually designed to have a small effect on
what is measured; making the sensor smaller often improves this and may introduce other ad-
vantages.

Technological progress allows more and more sensors to be manufactured on
a microscopic scale as microsensors using MEMS technology. In most cases, a microsensor
reaches a significantly faster measurement time and higher sensitivity compared
with macroscopic approaches. Due to the increasing demand for rapid, affordable and reliable
information in today's world, disposable sensors—Ilow-cost and easy-to-use devices for short-
term monitoring or single-shot measurements—have recently gained growing importance. Using
this class of sensors, critical analytical information can be obtained by anyone, anywhere and at
any time, without the need for recalibration and worrying about contamination
