N.I. Lobachevsky is a great Russian mathematician and the creator of non-Eucledean geom-
etry'. He was born on December 1, 1792 in Nizhni Novgorod in a poor family. When N. Lobachev-
sky was a child his family moved to Kazan. There the boy learned at the “gymnasium” from 1802
to 1807 and in 1807 he entered Kazan University. At the University N.I. Lobachevsky spent the
next forty years of his life as a student, professor and rector.

Lobachevsky became interested in? mathematics when he was still a schoolboy and he re-
mained true® to this science all his life long. Lobachevsky did a lot to make Kazan University a
first-rate* educational institution of that time. At the same time he made extensive researches into
mathematics.

REINFORCED CONCRETE

1. Concrete is strong in compression but weak in tension. Therefore, reinforcement is
needed to resist the tensile stresses. Additional reinforcement is occasionally used to reinforce
the compression zone of concrete beam sections. Such steel is necessary for heavy loads in order
to reduce long-term deflections.

2. Steel reinforcement for concrete consists of bars, wires, and welded wire fabric. De-
formations are rolled on the bar surface to increase the bond between concrete and steel. The de-
formed wire has indentations pressed into the wire or bar to serve as deformations. Only de-
formed bars, deformed wires, or wire fabric may be used in reinforced concrete under approved
practice.

3. Welded wire fabric is increasingly used for slabs because of the ease of placing the
fabric sheets, control of reinforcement spacing, and better bond. The fabric reinforcement is
made of smooth or deformed wires that run in perpendicular directions and are welded together
at intersections. To protect the reinforcement from corrosion and loss of strength in case of fire,
codes specify a minimum required concrete cover.
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4. In the case of slabs, plates, shells, and folded plates, where concrete is not exposed to
a severe environment and where the reinforcement size does not exceed a Ne 11 bar diameter, the
clear cover should not be less than 3/4 in.

5. In order to plan the successful execution of a constructed system, all main subactivi-
ties have to be clearly defined. This is accomplished through dividing the total project into a
network plan of separately defined activities. Each activity must be related with time. The input
control and the resulting output control must be analyzed. In such a manner, the successful deci-
sion-making process becomes easier to accomplish.

WHERE TO BUILD?

You're building a house. Which do you do first?

- Select a style and a plan

- Select a building lot

Both approaches have merit. You may run into problems, however, if you select a specific
floor plan too soon. You can always design a home to suit a landscape, but you may not be able to
alter a landscape to accommodate the specifications of predetermined house plans. The configura-
tion of rooms, the placement of windows, the location of the driveway and many other design ele-
ments will be affected by the land you build on.

The land itself has long been the inspiration for truly great homes. Consider Frank Lloyd
Wright's Fallingwater. Constructed of concrete slabs, the house is anchored to a rugged stone hill in
Mill Run, Pennsylvania. Compare Fallingwater with Mies van der Rohe's Farnsworth House. Made
almost entirely of transparent glass, this unearthly structure seems to float above a grassy plain in
Plano, Illinois.

Would the Farnsworth House seem as graceful and serene perched on a rocky hill? Would
Fallingwater make such a powerful statement if it sat in a grass field? Probably not.

Once you have located a promising building site for your new home, spend some time on the
building site. Walk the full length of the building site at different times of the day. If you are a fol-
lower of feng shui, you may want to think about the land in terms of its ch'i, or energy. If you prefer
a more down-to-earth evaluation, think about ways the building site will influence the shape and
style of your home. Ask yourself:

- What are the general characteristics of the land? Is it green and woodsy? Rocky and gray?
Or, is it a vast open stretch with a golden hue? Will the prevailing colors of the landscape change
with the seasons? Will the home you imagine blend with the landscape? Does the landscape suggest
particular colors or materials you might include in the design of your home?

- Can other structures be clearly seen from the building lot? What is the prevailing architec-
tural style? Will your proposed home fit the overall context of the neighborhood?

The waterfall views at Fallingwater may look idyllic, but for most of us, building on a rocky
hillside isn't practical. You want the site of your new home to be beautiful, but it must also be safe...
and affordable. Before you make a final decision, you'll need to consider a mind-boggling list of
technical details.
