This particular ceremony was in a beautiful country church and af-
terwards the couple was driven to the reception in a wonderfully decorated classic Fiat 500,
which was really similar to what happens in the UK, even down to the string of tin cans trailing
behind the car!

The reception itself was also very similar until I realized that the seven tables in the hall
each sat sixty guests (that's four hundred and twenty, for those of you who didn't study Math), an
average number for Sardinia but would be considered a very large wedding where I'm from.

The wine flowed, as did the chatter - the famous Italian exuberance showing itself to the
full. There were the five or six courses of wonderful food, screaming kids running wild, the cer-
emonial cutting of the cake by the bride and groom - but no speeches! Not one. In the UK it's
traditional for the father of the bride to propose a toast, followed by the groom and finishing up
with that of the best man. He is meant to be highlight of the lunch \ dinner, generally having a
good laugh at the groom'’s expense, but here the groom was spared that particular discomfort.

Instead there was a delightful custom which I'd never seen before, in which six or seven
of the male guests pass round the hall banging trays, drums, pots, pans or basically anything that
makes a horrendous noise, selling pieces of the groom’s tie which has been cut into tiny bits. The
money raised is then given to the happy(!) couple to help them set up their new life together. Re-
ally nice. Finally the evening saw a lot of traditional dancing, a little disco dancing and some
karaoke. Pretty much the part | like best, and again | wasn't disappointed. Can't wait for the next
one.

The history of graffiti

The first drawings on walls appeared in caves thousands of years ago. Later the Ancient
Romans and Greeks wrote their names and protest poems on buildings. Modern graffiti seems to
have appeared in Philadelphia in the early 1960s, and by the late sixties, it had reached New
York. The new art form really took off in the 1970s, when people began writing their names, or
‘tags’, on buildings all over the city. In the mid-seventies, it was sometimes hard to see out of a
subway car window, because the trains were completely covered in spray paintings known as
‘masterpieces’.

In the early days, the ‘taggers’ were part of street gangs who were concerned with mark-
ing their territory. They worked in groups called ‘crews’, and called what they did ‘writing” — the
term ‘graffiti’ was first used by The New York Times and the novelist Norman Mailer. Art galler-
ies in New York began buying graffiti in the early seventies. However, at the same time that it
began to be regarded as an art form, John Lindsay, the then mayor of New York, declared the
first war on graffiti. By the 1980s, it became much harder to write on subway trains without be-
ing caught, and instead many of the more established graffiti artists began using roofs of build-
ings or canvases.

The debate over whether graffiti is art or vandalism is still going on. Peter Vallone, a
New York city councillor, thinks that graffiti done with permission can be art, but if it is on
someone else’s property it becomes a crime. ‘I have a message for the graffiti vandals out there,’
he said recently. ‘Your freedom of expression ends where my property begins.” On the other
hand, Felix, a member of the Berlin-based group Reclaim Your City, says that artists are re-
claiming cities for the public from advertisers, and that graffiti represents freedom and makes
cities more vibrant.

For decades, graffiti has been a springboard to international fame for a few. Jean-Michel
Basquiat began spraying on the street in the 1970s before becoming a respected artist in the *80s.
The Frenchman Blek le Rat and the British artist Banksy have achieved international fame by
producing complex works with stencils, often making political or humorous points. Works by
Banksy have been sold for over £100,000. Graftiti is now sometimes big business.

Video games are good for you!

For years video games have been criticised for making people more antisocial, over-
weight or depressed. But now researchers are finding that games can actually change us for the
better and improve both our body and mind.

Games can help to develop physical skills. Pre-school children who played interactive
games such as the ones available on Wii have been shown to have improved motor skills, for ex-
ample, they can kick, catch and throw a ball better than children who don’t play video games. A
study of surgeons who do microsurgery in Boston found that those who played video games
were 27 per cent faster and made 37 per cent fewer errors than those who didn't. Vision is also
improved, particularly telling the difference between shades of grey. This is useful for driving at
night, piloting a plane or reading X-rays.

Games also benefit a variety of brain functions, including decision-making. People who
play action-based games make decisions 25 per cent faster than others and are no less accurate,
according to one study. It was also found that the best gamers can make choices and act on them
up to six times a second, four times faster than most people. In another study by researchers from
the University of Rochester in New York, experienced gamers were shown to be able to pay at-
tention to more than six things at once without getting confused, compared with the four that
most people can normally keep in mind. Additionally, video games can also reduce gender dif-
ferences. Scientists have found that women who play games are better able to mentally manipu-
late 3D objects.

There is also evidence that gaming can help with psychological problems. At the Univer-
sity of Auckland in New Zealand, researchers asked 94 young people diagnosed with depression
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to play a 3D fantasy game called SPARX and in many cases, the game reduced symptoms of de-
pression more than conventional treatment. Another research team at Oxford University found
that playing Tetris shortly after exposure to something very upsetting — in the experiment, a film
of traumatic scenes of injury and death was used — can actually prevent people having disturbing
flashbacks.

The effects are not always so positive, however. Indiana University researchers carried
out brain scans on young men and found evidence that violent games can alter brain function af-
ter as little as a week of play, affecting regions in the brain associated with emotional control and
causing more aggressive behaviour in the player. But Daphne Bavelier, one of the most experi-
enced researchers in the field, says that the violent action games that often worry parents most
may actually have the strongest beneficial effect on the brain. In the future, we may see many
treatments for physical and neurological problems which incorporate the playing of video games.

Weather by Mike Rayner

It's hardly surprising that weather is a favourite topic for so many people around the
world — it affects where we choose to live, what we wear, our moods, and perhaps even our na-
tional characteristics. A sunny day can relieve the deepest depression, while extreme weather can
destroy homes and threaten lives. The effects of weather Palm trees bent double in hurricane
force winds, cars stranded in snow drifts, people navigating small boats down flooded city streets
— images we are all familiar with from news reports of severe weather spells. But many of the
effects of the weather are less newsworthy. ‘I’'m feeling a bit under the weather’ is a common
complaint in Britain, especially on Monday mornings, and it seems that weather really can be
responsible for moods. Studies have shown that changeable weather can make it hard to concen-
trate, cloudy skies slow down reflexes, and high humidity with hot, dry winds makes many peo-
ple irritable and snappy. Some suggest that the weather also leaves its mark on character, giving
people from the same region similar temperaments, although it seems that economic, political
and social factors are likely to have a much stronger effect than the weather.

What causes changes in the weather?

If you live in a place like Britain, where the weather seems to change daily if not hourly,
you could be forgiven for thinking that the weather is random. In fact the weather is controlled
by systems which move around areas of the globe. In the UK the weather depends on depres-
sions, often called ‘lows’, and anticyclones, also known as ‘highs’. These systems start in the
Atlantic Ocean, and make their way across the British Isles from the west to the east. Highs bring
sunny weather, while lows bring rain and wind. The weather systems in tropical climates are
very different from those in mid and high latitudes. Tropical storms develop from depressions,
and often build into cyclones, violent storms featuring hurricanes and torrential rain. In modern
times, human activity seems to be altering weather patterns. Gases produced by heavy industry
change the temperature of the Earth’s surface, and affect cloud formation. Some researchers say
that factories in Europe and North America may have been one of the causes of the droughts in
Africa in the 1980s.

Can we predict the weather?

The human race has always tried to guess the weather, especially in areas of the world
where there are frequent changes. Traditional rhymes point to early attempts to identify weather
patterns, popular poems include: Red sky at night, shepherds’ delight; Red sky in the morning,
shepherds’ warning Ash leaf before the oak, then we will have a summer soak; Oak leaf before
the ash, the summer comes without a splash Flies will swarm before a storm. Rain before 7, clear
by 11. Two other popular traditional ways of forecasting the weather used pine cones and sea-
weed. When the air has a high level of humidity there is a higher chance of rain, when the hu-

midity is low, there is more chance of fine weather. Pine cones and seaweed react to changes in
humidity - pines cones open, and seaweed feels dry when the humidity is low, while high humid-
ity has the opposite effect. While folk wisdom can still provide a guide to help forecast weather,
today’s methods of prediction increasingly rely on technology. Satellites, balloons, ships, aircraft
and weather centres with sensitive monitoring equipment, send data to computers. The data is
then processed, and the weather predicted. However, even this system cannot predict weather for
longer than about week. A recent study by an Australian psychologist suggests that certain peo-
ple may have a special gift for predicting the weather. However, it is possible that these people
would use their talent in another way, since the same group had considerable success in forecast-
ing changes in another chaotic system — the stock market. It appears that a study of weather pat-
terns may also enable scientists to predict the outbreak of disease. An Ebola epidemic in Uganda
in the year 2000 came after the same rare weather conditions that had been present before an
outbreak 6 years earlier. Efforts to limit the spread of airborne diseases such as foot and mouth
are also strongly dependent on favourable wind conditions.

Extreme weather

Although people in Britain often moan about the weather, we should spare a thought for
the inhabitants of parts of the world where extreme weather regularly wreaks havoc on the envi-
ronment and population. Sandstorms, tornadoes, blizzards and flash floods regularly kill thou-
sands of people and leave many others homeless. While most of us try to avoid extreme weather,
some adventurous souls actively seek out places where extreme weather conditions exist. Sports
such as surfing, kiteboarding, ice-climbing and white-water rafting are becoming increasingly
popular with people seeking relief from the monotony of daily routine. Extreme sports are about
exhilaration, skill and danger, and often harness the weather to provide adrenaline addicts with
their kicks. Even more extraordinary are storm-chasers — weather enthusiasts who risk their lives
following tornadoes and thunderstorms at high speed to witness the damage they cause at close
hand.
