The legal framework within which public administration is carried out is the
administrative law. The administrative law covers the organization, the powers, the liabilities
as well as the duties and functions of public authorities engaged in administrative practices at
all levels. It also regulates the relations of public bodies with one another, with non-
governmental organizations and citizens. The relations of central government departments and
local authorities are also under jurisdiction of the administrative law.

Public policies can provide benefits directly to the citizens. These benefits can be
either public or private. Public benefits are facilities or services that all citizens share (mail
service, roads, schools, street lightening, libraries, parks). Private benefits go to certain groups
of citizens (poor people, veterans, college students). Public benefits are more difficult to
deliver because they re-quire either the construction of facilities (roads, dams, sewer systems )
or the creation of organizations (transportation offices, sanitation departments) to provide
them. Private benefits are simply payments to individuals in the form of pensions, subsidies,
and loans.
